VIOLATION NOTICE

On May 9, 2017, the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ), Air Quality
Division, performed a drive-by asbestos NESHAP (National Emission Standard for
Hazardous Air Pollutants) inspection at 810 East Grand River Avenue, Brighton, Livingston
County. The purpose of this inspection was to determine compliance with the requirements
of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Part 61, Subpart M (Nationa! Emission
Standard for Asbestos), and Ruile 942 of Part 55, Air Pollution Control of the Natural
Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended (Act 451).

According to my investigation, STW Investments owns the subject commercial facility, and
Crane Construction, Inc. is performing the general contractor responsibilities at this site. The
National Emission Standard for Asbestos holds both the owner and the operator equaliy
liable for any violations.

During the inspection, MDEQ-AQD staff Mr. Craig W. Dechy observed the following:

The facility was in the process of being renovated. The liable parties had failed to thoroughly
inspect the facility for asbestos containing materials.
