On March 14, 2014, the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), Air Quality Division 
(AQD), received a document from Wyandotte Municipal Services (WMS), located at 2555 
Van Alstyne, Wyandotte, Michigan, that contained corrections to the 2013 Quarterly 
Excess Emission Reports. These reports were reviewed to determine compliance with 
the requirements of the federal Clean Air Act; Part 55, Air Pollution Control, of the Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended (Act 451); the 
administrative rules and the conditions of Renewable Operating Permit (ROP) number MI­
ROP-82132-201 0.
