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Dear Mr. Austin: 
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On July 12, 2016, the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), Air Quality Division performed 
an asbestos inspection at306 Maplewood, Greenville, Montcalm County, Michigan. The purpose 
of this inspection was to determine compliance with the requirements of Title 40 of the Code of 
Federal Regulations, Part 61, Subpart M (National Emission Standard for Asbestos), and Rule 
942 of Part 55, Air Pollution Control of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 
1994 PA 451, as amended. 

According to my investigation, Mr. Randy Austin is the responsible person for the subject 
property, and is the contractor who performed the demolition activities at this location. The 
demolition occurred on or around July 11, 2016. The National Emission Standard for Asbestos 
holds both the owner and operator equally liable for violations. 

During the investigation, staff observed the following: 

The subject property had been demolished without a required 1 0-day notification being submitted 
to the DEQ.

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If you believe the above observations or statements are inaccurate or do not constitute a violation 
of the applicable legal requirements cited, please provide appropriate factual information to 
explain your position.
